Today was Clergy Appreciation Day and we were fairly well represented.  We welcomed Father Ken Anderson from St. Mary's, Reverend Gary Erickson from Bethlehem Lutheran, Reverend Katherine Lawes from UCC (who also happens to be the daughter of proud Peter Lawes), Reverend Tony Chapman of Rock Christian Church, and Reverend Stacy Walker-Frontjes from St. Paul's Episcopal Church as our guests and further clergy included our own Reverend Joe Gastiger and Father Mark Geisler.  Joe Gastiger reminded us that the first time he came and spoke before our group was at Clergy Appreciation Day on September 12, 2001 – and many of us remember Joe's first visit distinctly!  Having to change his presentation at the last minute, Joe's message inspired hope and peace.
